With the release of the CD  “AKAR AKAR “in 2003 the ‘Chris Hinze Combination’ went back to the roots (Akar Akar) with a totally new sound: jazz and dance mixed with the flavor of a rich musical tradition from a wide variety of cultures, including the characteristic sounds of the African, and Indian continents, with flute and vocals predominating, supported by a superlative rhythm section. 

In October 2004 they released their new 2DVD/CD “BACK ON THE MAP” and during their extensive European tours in 2004 & 2005 ‘the sound of these new Chris Hinze combination received ubiquitous praise.
“BACK ON THE MAP” is the logical sequel to a development charted in “The Chris Hinze Combination” presented to the international press for the first time at the Montreux Jazz Festival in 1970. “Stoned Flute”, “The Chris Hinze Combination Live at Montreux”,(2x) “Sister Slick”, “Mission Suite”, “Bamboo Magic” are just a sample from the long list of albums titles released in that period.

For those not yet acquainted with “ The Chris Hinze Combination “ here's a short flashback. In the 1970’s, “The Chris Hinze Combination” was a fusion band with a predominantly American line up, including John Lee, Gerry Brown, Roger Cooke, James Batton, the Brecker Brothers and Larry Coryell. In the eighties it became a fusion band with ethnic (African & Indian) elements, when Chris played with, amongst others, Peter Tosh, Robbie Shakespeare, Don Burrows, Sly Dunbar, Trilok Gurtu, Arto Tuncboyaci, Ramesh Shotham, Fode’ Youla , Lelo M’Batchi and others.

Now, 2006, the group boasts 5. Chris Hinze( Flutes/Keyboards & programming) Vocals: Featuring: The German singer Susana Dé.(performed a.o. with “Sabe “, “ BuYazzO “/Peter Herbolzheimer); The Press wrote “a fascinating, warm and intriguing voice. “.Keyboards & programming: Coen Molenaar, (played a.o with Edsilia Rombley, Deborah Carter and Jan Akkerman). Drums: Remco van der Sluis (The Lau, Sister Sledge and Jan Akkerman) and Cello player Eva van de Poll from Holland.

The group travels (in Europe with its own P.A.) and one technician. Posters are available. The band is free to take part in festivals and one-off concerts from April 2006 on and they are going on tour in the Benelux and GAS countries from 4.11 through 30.11. 2006.  and april 1  st till may 1 st 2007. Mola Sylla from Senegal (voc.&african percussion), and Sandhya Sanjana from Bombay/India sometimes appear as a “SPECIAL GUESTS” with the CHC. Sandhya is one of the first vocalists to combine indian classical singing with other contemporary styles.

Autumn 2006 the new CHC “LIVE” DVD will be released.
